
REGULAR HUNTS:  (Bear, Cow Elk and Turkey) 
 
APPLICATION PROCESS: 
Submit separate application for each specie to be hunted. One (1)  to four (4) applicants 
may apply on one (1) application. If one (1) of the applicants is drawn, all applicants on 
the application will be accepted for the hunt, that was applied for.  
The FRIST APPLICANT on application, will be notified by mail  if the party is 
successful.  Unsuccessful he/ she will receive   REFUND for the party, less $10.00 per 
applicant. It is the responsibility of the FIRST APPICANT to notify the party of the 
results and/ or any changes.  
 
APPLICATION  PROCESS FEE: 
A $10.00 non- refundable applicant fee. 
 
APPLICATION DEADLINE: 
Applications are now being accepted. 
Deadline for application is March 30, 2009 at the closing of business 3:30 PM. 
Drawing will be held on April 03, 2009. 
 
REFUND POLICY: 
Absolutely NO refunds, the ONLY refund exception will be in the case of death, verified 
illness or injury of the hunter, where written notification by caring Physician is provided 
to the Hunt Director. A $200.00 fee will apply, except in the case of death of the hunter. 
For Turkey all above applies except A $100.00 fee will apply, instead of the $200.00 
 
FIELD PERMIT: 
$200.00  non-hunter field permit, which allows a non-hunter to accompany a holder of a 
valid Mescalero hunting permit out on the Reservation. 
 
HUNTER’S SAFETY CERTIFCATE: 
Should be submitted along with application if the hunter is under 18 years old, as of 
scheduled hunt date. 
 
GUIDES: 
Are not required for Regular hunts, but are recommended to hunt on the Reservation 
which is 460,000 acres. Guides are available if needed, all guides are to be  enrolled 
members of the Mescalero Apache Tribe. for more information, inquire within  at 
575.464.7448 or 464.9770.   
 
SUBMITTING PAYMENT: 
NO cash will be accepted, checks, money orders or cashier’s checks will be accepted.  
Payment should be submitted with application, non-payment application(s) will not be 
accepted.
